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PROGRAM

The program for the indoor part of the Workshop (August 29-31) is enclosed in this circular. The Scientific Committee has scheduled oral and poster presentations, a response to the large number of contributions. There are 53 oral presentations (including 11 keynote talks) and 50 posters. 

PRESENTATIONS

(1) Oral
Keynote presentations are allocated 30 minutes including discussion (recommendation: 20 minutes oral and 10 minutes discussion), and other oral presentations 15 minutes (12 minutes oral and 3 minutes discussion). The lecture hall will be equipped with two slide projectors (standard size: 5 cm x 5 cm), two overhead projectors, one liquid crystal display (LCD) projector for a personal computer, and two projection screens.

(2) Poster 
Posters will be exposed for the whole time during indoor part of the Workshop (i.e., from August 29 till 31). Poster sessions are placed at the end of each day oral sessions and at least one hour is allocated for the core time of the poster sessions each day (see the program for the core time).

The poster boards are 180 cm wide by 90 cm high in size. They will be held about 1 meter above the floor; and the space below may be used if necessary. Single- and double-faced adhesive tapes will be provided in the hall. Pushpins cannot be used.
No audio-visual equipment is available for poster sessions. However, if you require such equipment or if you have any other questions regarding the poster session, contact to Dr. Takashi SAWAGUCHI (tsawa@aoni.waseda.jp).
MANUSCRIPT FOR PROCEEDING VOLUME
As announced in the second circular, peer-reviewed research papers will be published in a special (regular) volume of Journal of Petrology. The deadline for manuscript submission is November 15, 2002.  In order to ensure rapid review and publication of the Special Volume in 2003, authors who intend submit a manuscript must provide Masaaki Obata (obata@kueps.kyoto-u.ac.jp) with a title, authors, corresponding author, keywords, and an abstract (200-250 words) before August 20. This is to enable the Editorial Committee to decide on a handling editor and potential reviewers during the Workshop. The contact address/e-mail of the handling editor will be sent to the corresponding author such that manuscripts can be submitted direct to that person no later than November 15, 2002.
TRANSPORTATION (FROM AIRPORT TO SAMANI AND BACK)
Special shuttle buses will be arranged on August 26 and 28 to pick up participants at the Sapporo/Chitose Airport (the New Chitose Airport). The bus fare is 2,000 yen one way. The shuttle bus will bring you directly to the Conference Hall in Samani, where you are requested to register yourself and receive a package including abstract volume, field guidebook, etc. Then, the shuttle bus takes you to each inn. For return trip, shuttle buses will be arranged on September 1 and 3 to leave Samani in the early morning (8:00) and to arrive in the Sappro/Chitose Airport around noon.
